More than 10,000 of the greatest
athletes from around the world gath-
ered in Sydney, Australia to partici-
pate in the 27th Olympiad. Despite
being dubbed “the best ever” by
leaders of the International Olympic
Committee, a 15-hour time differ-
ence between the United States and
Australia kept many Americans from
watching live as the United
States came away with an
unprecedented 97 medals.

Spectators beheld a dazzling
opening ceremony, including
the lighting of the torch by
Australian runner (and native
Aborigine) Cathy Freeman,
who was later overcome with
emotion when she won the
gold for the women’s 400-
meter race.

Researchers from Carnegie Mellon
unveiled the first robotic
planetary rover with onboard intelli-
gence.
